Prague & Vienna

Day 1 Overnight Flight
Overnight flight to Europe.

Day 2 Prague
Arrival in Prague. Meet your tour escort and bus driver and depart for the city
centre.

Prague is one of the most enchanting cities of Europe. It was under Charles IV
during the 14t century that Prague briefly became the seat of the Holy Roman
Empire - virtually the capital of Western Europe — and acquired its distinctive
Gothic imprint. Prague escaped serious wartime damage and is considered
one of the most beautiful cities in Europe today. Mozart claimed that no one
understood him better than the citizens of Prague, and he was only one of
several great masters who lived or lingered here.

Upon arrival check into your hotel. Dinner and overnight in Prague.

Day 3 Prague

This morning after breakfast at your hotel enjoy a guided walking tour of Prague
which covers the Castle district including a visit to the St. Vitus Cathedral, St.
George’s Basiica and the OIld Royal Palace. In the afternoon possible
performance for example at St. Nicholas Church at the Old Town Square.

Dinner and overnight in Prague.

Day 4 Prague
Following breakfast drive to Terezin (Theresienstadt) for a guided visit of this
World War Il concentration camp and Jewish ghetto located outside Prague. This
former garrison town was built at the end of the 18th century by Emperor Joseph
II'as an ingenious system of military fortresses. However, when the Nazis took
control of the Czech Republic during World War Il, they converted the whole
area into a concentration camp and Jewish ghetto. The afternoon is at leisure,
time for individual sightseeing or shopping. Dinner and overnight in Prague.




Day 5 Prague - Vienna
Today, travel to Vienna, Austria (190 miles, + 5 hr drive excluding stops along the
way). Enjoy the scenic countryside as you drive to Vienna. Vienna is a city that
needs to be explored, for many of its charms are hidden in narrow old side streets
and ancient courtyards. There are 17th-century houses and quaint baroque
squares tucked in all corners of the city. Every district boasts of houses where
Beethoven, Mozart, Mahler or one of the Strausses lived.

Have some free time in Vienna upon arrival.
Dinner and overnight in Vienna.

Day 6 Vienna
Breakfast at your hotel this morning. Guided city tour of Vienna, pass the Ring
Avenue, the Hofburg Palace, the Opera House, St Stephen’s Cathedral, Mozart’s
“Figaro House”, City Hall and the Central Cemetery (housing honorary tombs of
famous composers like Beethoven, Gluck, Schubert, Johann Strauss father and son
and Brahms).

In the afternoon visit the Schonbrunn Palace (with audioguides), the fabulous
baroque summer residence of the Hapsburg Emperors. Here Marie-Antoinette
lived as a young girl. The rococo interior is recreated as it was at its zenith. Here
the six year old Mozart played for the empress inside the Palace. Stroll through the
beautiful gardens filled with flowers and statues. Dinner and overnight in Vienna.

Day 7 Vienna
Start the day with a visit to St. Stephen’s Cathedral. Afterwards enjoy a Danube
River cruise; see all the highlights of Vienna from the water. This afternoon/evening
possible performance in a venue such as Votiv Kirche or Peterskirche. Dinner and
overnight in Vienna.

Day 8 Flight home
After breakfast this morning transfer to the airport for your flight home.
