Beijing, Xi’an, Suzhou and Shanghai

Day 1 SFO / BEIJING
Depart from San Francisco by Air China or United Airline’s jetliner to Beijing. Cross the
International Date Line and lose one day.

Day 2 ARRIVE BEIJING
Arrive in Beijing, the capital city of China, and transfer to the five-star
Wanda Realm Beijing Hotel or similar.

Day 3 BEIJING (AB, L, D)

Fly to Xi’an, and check into the five-star Grand Noble Hotel or similar. Visit the Big Wild

Administration of the city government and other local officials followed by Tang Dynasty
Culture Show will be the highlight of the day.
