Day 1 SFO / BEIJING

Wanda Realm Beijing Hotel or similar.

Day 3 BEIJING (AB, L, D)

Today’s sightseeing includes Tiananmen Square, the Forbidden City where the
emperors of the Ming and Qing Dynasties ruled China and also the Beijing Zoo.
After lunch, visit the Olympic Venue of “Bird’s Nest” stadium. A Performance

Day 4 BEIJING (AB, L, D)

In the morning, travel by coach to the Great Wall, a symbol of China and a fantastic
sight that can never be omitted. The group will have a brief performance in
uniform or choir attire at the Great Wall entrance plaza and a special group
picture will be taken at the Great Wall. In the afternoon, visit the beautiful
Summer Palace, the traditional emperors’ summer residence. Enjoy a Beijing Duck
Banquet in the evening.

Day 5 BEIJING/SHIJIAZHUANG (AB, L, D)

Visit the Temple of Heaven, where the emperors offered sacrifices to heaven and
prayed for good harvest. In the afternoon, transfer to the city of Shijiazhuang by
deluxe coach. Check into the new five-star Heibei Century Hotel or similar. (Hotel
website is under construction). In the evening, a Welcome Banquet will be hosted
by the Tourism Administration of the Provincial Government of Hebei and
other Provincial leaders.
